The Forgiveness of Sins

…from last week

Verse Slinging
              This sounds fine, on the surface, but this apparently reasonable approach masks what really happens next.  Juris engages in verse slinging, listing as many verses as he can find that refer to God forgiving sins, in hopes that the sheet mass of verses will settle the question.  But none of the verses he lists specifically interprets John 20:23, and none contradicts the Catholic interpretation.
              For instance, he cites verses like these:  “Let it be known to you therefore, brethren, that through this man forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you, and by him every one that believes is freed from everything from which you could not be freed by the law of Moses” (Acts 13:38-39); “And he said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to the whole creation.  He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.”  (Mark 16:15-16).
              Juris says that verses like these demonstrate that “all that was left for the disciples to do was to ‘go’ and ‘proclaim’ this wonderful good news (the gospel) to all men.  As they proclaimed this good news of the gospel, those who believed the gospel, their sins would be forgiven.  Those who rejected (did not believe) the gospel, their sins would be retained”  Juris does nothing more than show that the Bible says God will forgive sins and that its is through Jesus that our sins are forgiven-things no one doubts.  He does not remotely prove that John 20:23 is equivalent to a command to “go” and to “preach,” merely that going and preaching are part of God’s plan for saving people  He also side steps the evident problems in the Fundamentalist interpretation.
