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Commemoration of the Tenth Anniversary of Bishop Wenski’s Episcopal Ordination

Sunday, September 9 at 6:00 PM at St. James Cathedral.

Bishop Thomas Wenski was ordained a priest of the Archdiocese of Miami on May 15, 1976. He served as Associate Pastor of Corpus Christi Church in Miami for three years. After briefly ministering in Haiti in 1979, he was assigned to the newly established Haitian Apostolate of the Archdiocese. Through the 1980’s, he conducted a circuit-riding ministry that led him to help establish Haitian Catholic communities from Homestead to Fort Pierce, Immokalee to Fort Lauderdale. He celebrated the weekly Mass in English for shut-ins at the local ABC affiliate from 1992-1997. He directed the Archiocese of Miami Ministry to Non-Hispanic Ethnic Groups.
In January 1996, the then Father Wenski was appointed the Archdiocese Director of Catholic Charities. He helped forge a collaborative relationship with Caritas Cuba, the social service arm of the Catholic Church in Cuba. In late 1996, he spearheaded a relief operation that delivered over 150,000 pounds of food to Caritas Cuba for distribution to people left homeless by hurricane Lily. This was the first time that Cubans in Miami participated in a humanitarian relief effort directed to Cuba.

Appointed auxiliary Bishop of Miami on June 24, 1997, he was ordained to the episcopacy on September 3, 1997.
